Children must be supervised at all times when visiting Torpedo Bay and the Navy Museum. A number of hazards have been identified to assist adult supervisors with
planning.

Groups with children are to arrange adult supervisors according to the following minimum ratios:

ECE 1:3

Year 0-4 1.6
Year 5-6 1.7
Year 7-8 110

Year 9-13 1:30

Adult supervisors are to be well briefed by the lead teacher, give clear instructions, and remain in control at all times - during self-guided activities, tours and
education programmes. Every supervisor owns and shares the responsibility of child safety.

Please ensure each supervisor reads and has a copy of this plan.

At the Southeast corner of the site there is a boat ramp and jetty,
which allow open access to the water. At the Southwest corner
of the site, just outside the main gate, there is a boat ramp that
allows open access to the water.

Children are to be actively supervised by an adult at all times and should not
go near the water.

Adult Supervisors

At the front of the museum there is a small activity area with a
variety of objects for children to interact with. These objects are
made out of metal and as such could pose a risk if a child was to
fall or trip in the area.

Children should be supervised at all times when using the playground
equipment. They should not use the equipment in an unsafe manner and
reminded to be aware of other children using the area. The ground area is
covered with Tiger Turf designed to limit injury in the case of accident but
due care must still be taken.

Adult Supervisors

The front foyer and WW100 Pavilion have polished concrete
floors which can be slippery if wet.

Please notify Museum staff at once if you notice a spill.

Adult Supervisors

In the museum there are glass cases and displays with square
corners. These will pose a risk if children are running in the
museum. There is also open water in the WW100 Pavilion.

Children should be regularly reminded to move with care and stay with
allocated groups. Free movement must be actively supervised.
Students must be accounted for at all times.

Adult Supervisors

There is a sculpture in the WW100 Commemorative Pavilion
which has a ladder that rises to the ceiling as part of the
sculpture.

Children must not climb on the sculpture.

Adult Supervisors

The WW!1 sculpture sits in a pool of water 80mm deep. This
pool represents a drowning hazard to young children and a slip
hazard if water is splashed onto the polished concrete floor.

Visitors must not touch the water.

Adults must actively supervise all children around the water. Accompanying
adults should remind children not to touch the water and if there is a water
spill, Museum staff must be notified at once.

The WW100 Commemorative Pavilion has enlarged windows
made of toughened safety glass, which may be mistaken for an
open doorway and be bumped into.

Upon entering the WW100 Commemorative Pavilion, make students aware
that there are walls in place. Students are to walk in the area, not run.
